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Policy Objective

(A) To provide an avenue to appeal decisions made by a Seasonal Sports Coordinator, Area Chairman, Enforcement Officials or the WKYA Board of Directors with regard to disciplinary actions.

(B) To provide guidance for protesting a contest.

Definitions:

Appeal:
Written grievance submitted with regard to decisions made by 

Coordinators, Boards, Area Chairpersons or the City of Virginia 

Beach Department of Recreation Athletics Unit.

Protest:
Written grievance submitted with regard to player eligibility or rule 

misinterpretation during the course of a contest.

Policy

1. Appeals

a. The following decisions can not be appealed:

1) Judgment calls made by game officials.

2) Disciplinary action issued by city officials at city supervised games.

3) Factual application of the rules.  (For example, a child must be 8 years old to play farm basketball.  A parent of a 7 year old could not appeal to have the child play in that division.)

4) Selection of coaches or officials.

5) Direct violation of a current bylaw not is grounds for an appeal.
b. An appeal may be initiated as follows:

1) A request in writing to appeal the decision must be mailed to WKYA at its official mailing address (PMB 108 1920-117 Centerville Turnpike 23464).
2) Within ten days of the receipt of the request WKYA will review the request and respond.  The WKYA Board of Directors will set an appeal hearing if it deems it necessary.  It may also, at its option, ask all sides to submit written information explaining their side of the issue with witness accounts.  

3) The WKYA Board of Directors will review the situation and issue a response to the appellant after it has reviewed the matter and had sufficient time to reach a determination.

4) All Appeals not resolved at the WKYA Board of Directors level will be submitted in writing to the Community Athletics Appeals board via the Area Chairperson.  All pertinent information, including the original written decision or appeal, the Athletic Office and/or Area Recreation Board's written decision, and the written appeal contesting that decision, must be included.  
2.  Protests

a. All protests will be submitted in accordance with the rules/guidelines governing the division/contest.  Only player eligibility and/or rule misinterpretations are grounds for a protest.  Judgment calls by game officials cannot be protested.
b. All matters of an arbitrary nature in connection with a player's contract or eligibility may be protested at any time during the season by a coach or the Area Chairman.  All protests must be discussed and approved by the Area Chairman and then submitted in writing to the Athletics Office.
c. All matters of an arbitrary nature other than player eligibility must be protested in writing by the coach no later than seventy-two (72) hours after the occurrence of the incident. 
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
