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Policy Objective

(A) To operate West Kempsville Youth Athletics (WKYA) at the lowest possible funding while maintaining quality uniforms and safe equipment.

(B) To establish registration fees for each program offered by WKYA.

Policy

1. WKYA will make every effort to keep registration fees as low as possible. 

2. WKYA will collect registration fees by check, money order, or credit card whenever possible so as to create an audit trail.  If payment method is cash, a receipt will be issued.

3. WKYA funding will be budgeted and distributed in accordance with WKYA’s Constitution & By-Laws.

4. In the event that a sport is cancelled do to lack of participation and WKYA has deposited the registration fee, WKYA will reimburse via league check by mail.  If WKYA is still holding the check, it may be destroyed with the member’s concurrence.  Online registrations will be reimbursed the registration amount, minus the online fee.

5. WKYA will also:

a. Offer multiple child discounts where program costs permit.

b. Require that all fees are paid before uniforms and/or equipment is issued.  

c. Issue a Hardship Waiver (Full or Partial) to those expressing a need.  Hardship Waivers require a letter of request or documentation from a state or federal agency which must be submitted to the Board of Directors for consideration per every season.  All requests will be handled in a confidential manner.  Once the waiver has been granted a minimum requirement of 8 hours of volunteer service to WKYA throughout the season the hardship was granted is required / mandatory. 
d. Charge fees consistent with the budgetary process.

6. Registration Fees:

a. Tackle Football (10-14yrs) - $100.00 per child with family discount

b. Tackle Football (5-9yrs) - $100.00 per child with family discount

c. Baseball(11-18 yrs)-$70.00 per child with family discount
d. All other programs (Standard Fee) - $50.00 per child, $95.00 for 2 siblings, $125.00 for 3 siblings, $155.00 for 4 or more siblings.
7. The WKYA Board of Directors must approve alterations to registration fees established in this policy.
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
