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Policy Objective

(A) To control the quality of the volunteer coaches and assistants permitted to instruct children in West Kempsville Youth Athletics (WKYA).

(B) To insure that coaches understand the Policies and Procedures of WKYA.

(C) To insure that the priorities of all coaches are consistent with those of WKYA. 

Policy

In order to coach in WKYA the following must be completed:

1. Complete and sign the WKYA Coaching Application (Enclosure 1)

2. Sign and adhere to the WKYA Coaches Code of Ethics (Enclosure 2)

3. Take financial responsibility for league property and return same as directed by the WKYA Seasonal Sports Coordinator.

4. Submit to a Criminal Record check by completing and signing a Criminal Record Information Requisition form in the presence of a Notary. (Enclosure 3)

5. Agree to take responsibility for parent and team control during the season.

6. Submit to and support the WKYA Enforcement Officials’ decision in accordance with WKYA Policy 0004 – Disciplinary Procedures.

Coaches must reapply each season.  Determination of their qualifications is subject to review/approval each season. 

Assistant coach selection is the responsibility of the coach.   All coaches in the bench area are subject to association review and approval.

West Kempsville Youth Athletics Coach’s Code of Ethics

West Kempsville Youth Athletics is responsible to our community to develop within the participants an appreciation for sports and the role that sports play in the formation of moral values, good citizenship and community.  The primary emphasis shall be on the youth of our community.  The basic responsibilities of a coach for WKYA are to teach each participant the fundamentals of the sport, ensure fair play, promote sportsmanship, and ensure the safety of all participants.  Additionally, it is the responsibility of each coach to support and assist the Seasonal Sports Coordinator.  

Coaching within WKYA is a privilege, not a right.

1.    Every coach and assistant coach that is coaching for WKYA will adhere to the following guidelines:

a. Coaches will conduct himself/herself in a sportsmanlike manner at all times. 

b. Coaches will ensure that each player that attends a game plays for at least the minimum playing time as designated in the Virginia Beach City Parks and Recreation and/or WKYA’s Minimum Play Policy 0002.  In the event that WKYA’s minimum playing rules are different that the Virginia Beach City Parks and Recreation, WKYA Policy applies.

c. Coaches will neither use nor condone the use of abusive, profane, or obscene language or gestures toward any coach, player, parent, or league official while serving as a coach for WKYA. 

d. Coaches are responsible for the conduct of his/her players and his/her players' parents in the immediate vicinity of his/her team during all practices, games, and league events.

e. Coaches will treat all players equally regardless of race, sex, creed, religion, national origin, or playing ability. 

f. Coaches will not impose their religious and/or political beliefs on their players or their players' parents.

g. Coaches shall inform their players and players' parents as to the schedule for all practices and games. 

h. Coaches are responsible for picking up, inventorying, signing for, and assuming financial responsibility for all their teams' equipment in accordance with WKYA Uniform and Equipment Policy 0006.

i. Coaches are responsible for uniform issue and return as directed by the Seasonal Sports Coordinator in accordance with WKYA Uniform and Equipment Policy 0006.

j. Coaches will advise their players that game uniforms are not to be worn to practices, school, or play. They are only to be worn to league sponsored functions. 

k. Coaches will not require players or players’ parents to purchase supplemental uniform items.  It is understood that teams may decide purchase uniform items not provided by WKYA.  I.E.  Baseball pants, sweat pants for flag football, bloomers for cheerleading etc.  This, under no circumstance, is to be considered mandatory for any participant.  This is done to keep individual parents from succumbing to the pressures of the majority even when they may not be able to afford such a purchase.  
l. Coaches are not authorized to charge any equipment or uniform purchases to WKYA.  The Seasonal Sports Coordinator, appointed by WKYA’s Board of Director’s, is the only one authorized to disperse league funds in support of a specific sport season. 

m. Coaches are responsible to attend or have a team representative present at any meetings called by the Seasonal Sports Coordinator and/or the Virginia Beach City Parks and Recreation Department.

n. Coaches are responsible to coordinate clean up of the field in the vicinity of their practices and games by ensuring all trash and garbage is placed in the appropriate receptacles. 

o. Scrimmaging between different age groups (i.e., Midget vs. Intermediate) is strictly prohibited.

2.    The above guidelines are considered WKYA Policy and failure to adhere to them or any WKYA Policy or Procedure is considered misconduct and may result in action defined in WKYA Disciplinary Procedures Policy 0004.

3.    Coaching young children can be a very rewarding experience.  The kids will look up to you and remember you for years to come.  Remember, the mark of a good recreation coach is not determined by his or her record.  The important thing is whether or not the kids return to play again next year.
